· Hypnotic/Sleeping tablets (e.g. Zopiclone, Zolpidem).
· Strong oral painkillers (e.g. Co-codamol 30/500, 15/500, Co-Dydramol, Maxitram, Codeine, Tapentadol, Butec/Transtec patches).
· Controlled medications, including: Pregabalin and Gabapentin.
· Robaxin/Methocarbamol

· Buscopan

· Cyclizine
